New Beginning of Michigan School for the Deaf:

For over 150 years, the Michigan School for the Deaf has been located on Miller Road
and Court Road in Flint. Last year a private company, Lurvey White Ventures, bought
the MSD campus from the state for $1.3 million. It has big plans to renovate it, and
then it will become the new home of both the School for the Deaf and Powers Catholic
High School on the same campus. The developers plan to renovate Fay Hall building
as the new home for Powers Catholic High School, and they also will build an addi-
tion, a gym, theater and media center to the back of Fay Hall.

On September 19, 2011 at morning, the crews started demolishing a Stewart Old Gym
building. Then, few days later, they demolished the Annex and Orchard Cottage.

*MSDAA will make an announcement thru the MSDAA website Vlog about Thelma
Heck Service Building and Fay Academy (school) that will be demolished in near fu-
ture when it gets information from the developers, L & W.**

On October 6, 2011, the groundbreaking ceremony was simple and beautiful includes
four MSD students, MSDAA - Freida Morrison, the developers, Mr. Dave Lurvey and
Mr. Ridgway White, and Mark Bouvy as the Business manager before the new school
for the deaf began to be built.

The crews started to build the new school for the deaf already. It is expected to be
done by next year of fall 2012.
